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On Oct. 19, the late Rev. Aaron F. Usher Jr., tiomg
chaplain of the Pawtucket Fire Department, was étetli post-
humously into the Pawtucket Hall of Fame, sharhmgglimelight
with J. William Busald, a former School Committee chair-
man active in the local community.

Busald, who served on the School Committee from
1994 to 2006, was nominated by his daughter, Helgbon-
nors, two months after he received the humanitariaraward
given by the Pawtucket Substance Abuse Preventionatk
Force at its 2007 Teen Hall of Fame.

“I believe that my father throughout his life has
demonstrated his love for the city of Pawtucket andts citi-
zens,” Connors said in a letter to the Hall of Fam&ommit-
tee. “Through his readiness to make a difference,ehhas vol-
unteered many worthwhile hours in the hopes that heould
be a positive influence fir a city that he truly cédls ‘home.”

Busald, 72, was born in the city and attended puld
school here. He studied chemistry at the Rhode Isid School

organize programs for young people, and by the Pawtket
Fireworks Committee, to raise money for the annuaFourth
of July weekend fireworks display at McCoy Stadium.

In 2005, before he left the School Committee, Bulsha
negotiated the deal that enabled the School Deparent to
move its administrative offices and several educatn pro-
grams into the former Registry of Motor Vehicles bilding at
286 Main St.
