In 1985 all the TV news programs showed footage of a
woman pinned beneath a fallen crane in New YorkCity.

Eventually the woman was freed and rushed to a hospital,
where a team of doctors saved her life.

Although a crane weighs none of us down, many of us are
troubled by our sins and the struggles of life.
