EIN NUMBERS
An important message from the State 

Deputy, Stephen Ciolfi to the DD’s

Brothers, As I mentioned at the State Meeting, I received 
an e-mail from the Supreme Advocate's Office stating that 
ALL councils and assemblies must not only have a 
current EIN number for submitting their Form 990 to  
the IRS, that number must be on file with the 
Supreme Advocate's Office to be covered under 
Supreme's umbrella tax coverage .

Following is a list (broken down by District) of Councils 
that are not listed as having an EIN number on record 
with Supreme. PLEASE understand, this DOES NOT 
mean the council doesn't have an EIN number. It just 
means that Supreme doesn't have a copy of that 
number. I will attempt to e-mail you a copy of the form 
necessary to submit the number to Supreme.

Please verify with the Councils that they do indeed have a 
current EIN number. If they do, they MUST submit the 
form to Supreme to avoid problems filing their 990s. If 
they don't have an EIN already, they need to get one 
NOW!!!
