They can also apply 
for up to $100,000 of additional coverage each 
time, pending underwriting. 

• Lower Premium Rates : The rates will never be 
any better than they are right now. Plus, if you 
consider the amount of coverage that your 
children will likely need given inflation, a juvenile 
policy could save them thousands of dollars in 
the future. 

• The Order’s Orphan Benefit : If the 
member/father is in good standing with his local 
council and at least one of the parents is insured 
with the Knights by a policy of at least $5,000 of 
permanent coverage or $150 annual premium, 
each insured child would receive a monthly 
benefit of $80 to age 19 (age 23 if they attend 
college) if both parents die.

A Message From the General Agent

We must prepare for those 
days.

The success of the future, must take root in the present 
and that means we must reach out to those Catholic Men 
and invite them to become part of something 
extraordinary in our time!

There are many things that can be done, that must be 
done, to ensure that our Honored Order, Our Faith and 
Our Families will be preserved. The greatest thing that 
can be done by any Knight, that would secure our hope 
for the future, is to offer another man the chance to be a 
Knight himself. There are many among us that may be 
gifted with such a voice that will reach many. There are 
also those who are quiet in purpose that can bring about 
a change in another man with ‘one small voice.’

We have nearly passed the mid-point of the year, and 
much remains to be done. Last year at our Annual 
Convention, we were given instruction on how to 
strengthen our Order to better support its mission, and to 
ensure its continuance for the coming generations of 
Knights that will continue to champion all that 
Christendom holds dear. We were told that nothing less 
than twelve new members per council was the 
prescription for our recovery. Many of our fifty councils 
have begun efforts towards this end. More work must be 
done! We are looking forward to hearing good things from 
some seventeen councils remaining to recruit at least one 
new member. It sounds like a lot of effort, but one new 
member, per council, per month is not unreasonable and 
is most definitely do-able!

Currently we have recruited enough new members that 
the Jurisdiction shows an overall gain of twenty-five new 
members, as of the last State Council Officers’ and 
District Deputies’ meeting. Not a bad start – but we still 
have a ways to go. Here are a few ideas;

- Plan regular, monthly First Degrees – then go out and 
recruit new members to attend them. If you do not have a 
First Degree Team – find one, until you start one! 
Combining ceremonials with nearby councils is a great 
way help new members (as well as the veterans) to build 
up those intra-council relationships that are so vital to our 
future!

- Put your message out there where people can see ‘em! 
Did you have a function or support a local event? Then let 
the neighborhood folks know with a short write-up in the 
local newspaper!

- Use a written invitation to make your presentation 
to a prospect that much more sincere and special. You 
can develop your own – or obtain them from Supreme! 
Your FS’s should have the details getting this, and other, 
recruiting materials.

Membership, cont’d
- Don’t forget – the most significant recruiting promotion 
are our wives and sweethearts! When our ladies talk with 
the wives of other Catholic men, about the great things 
that have happened in our lives as a result of becoming 
involved with the Knights of Columbus – the results are 
amazing! Solicit their help – especially with those men 
who may believe that the idea of spending some time 
outside the home now and then might not be well 
received by their spouses.

- Make sure that your candidates keep moving through 
the ranks! We all know that once any Brother Knight 
attains full Knighthood in the Third Degree, the retention 
rate is phenomenal. There is no better way to secure our 
success for the future than by ensuring that all members 
of your council become Third Degree members!

- Need those follow-up Second and Third Degrees? Let 
your District Deputy know how many Brothers are 
awaiting an Exemplification Second and Third Degree –
and stay on them until you get an answer. Your DD’s will 
then make the necessary arrangements by working with 
the Degree and Ceremonials’ Chairman. District Deputies 
do have special powers that allow them to do almost 
anything – but being a mind-reader is something that the 
Supreme Knight has not yet shared with them. 
Communication is a two-way street. Your Council has 
one District Deputy. Your District Deputy has several 
councils – he cannot be everything to every one of his 
councils…all at once! Reach out to him and let him know! 
I will admit that sometimes we DD’s do need some 
‘encouragement’ from time to time.

- Ceremonials are special – make them so! The 
impressions of the Ceremonials last a lifetime. You never 
know who “today’s stranger” will bring in, after they have 
become tomorrow’s “enthusiastic new member!”

- New Members means setting goals. The first goal for 
every new member must be that they will earn the 
‘Shining Armor Award’. This is a special award that 
recognizes the achievements during the new Brother’s 
first year of membership. Your FS will have all the details 
on this special award. If not, call me – I will help you with 
this one….

- Proposers! You are some very special people! Make 
sure that you keep in close contact with your new 
prospect – even after their First Degree! Help them along 
and introduce them to the Brothers of your council. Find 
out the things that they think they are good at, and show 
them how they can use their talents to help the 
community. Remember; at the First Degree Ceremonial –
your job is just beginning!

- Not every aspect of building membership is directed at 
the individual councils and their officers. DD’s have much 
to add to the picture. District Meetings are a good way to 
bring local councils together to share resources, ideas

Father Lacasse , a member of Woonsocket Council, 
passed away this week after sustaining injuries from 
a serious fall.
Thursday, 10 December 2009,  WOONSOCKET CALL - Rev. J.A. 
Roger Lacasse, 84, a senior priest of the Diocese of Providence, died 
December 9, 2009.

Born in Providence, the son of the late Amedee and Angeline (Richard)
Lacasse, he attended Jesus-Marie Academy and Precious Blood 
School in Woonsocket, RI. In preparation for the priesthood, he studied 
with the Jesuit Fathers at St. Ignace and College Saint-Marie, Montreal, 
Canada, and also at St. Mary Seminary in Baltimore, MD, and was 
ordained a priest on May 30, 1953 at the Cathedral of SS. Peter and 
Paul in Providence by Bishop Russell J. McVinney.

During the summer of 1953, Father Lacasse was assistant pastor of St. 
Andrew Church on Block Island, then in the fall at St. John the Baptist 
in Pawtucket. From November 1953 until September 1969, he served
at St. Matthew Church in Central Falls. After that, he was at St. Vincent 
de Paul in Coventry (1969-1971) and at St. Cecilia Church in 
Pawtucket (1971-1973). In January 1973, he was appointed pastor of 
St. Joseph Church in Woonsocket. In June 1983, he resigned that 
position and in August of the same year he became assistant pastor of 
Our Lady Queen of Consolation Church in Pawtucket. In January, 
1984, he was appointed chaplain of Hospice St. Antoine in North 
Smithfield and remained there until June 1996 when he retired as a 
senior priest. In the fall of 1993, he made sabbatical studies in Rome, 
Italy. After his retirement from the chaplaincy, Father Lacasse resided 
at St. Ann rectory in Woonsocket and offered his priestly services at All 
Saints Parish where he also resided in recent years.

Father Lacasse leaves one brother, the Rev. Raymond Lacasse, OMI, 
of San Fernando, CA and three sisters, Mrs. Therese Richard of 
Warwick, Mrs. Gisele Williams of NY, NY, and Mrs. Madeleine Kula of 
Woonsocket, and several nephews and nieces. He was the brother of 
the late Rev. Henri Lacasse, SJ, Eugenie Barthelemy and Victor
Lacasse.

WEB SEARCHING
One of the most used feature of the                        
internet is searches.  There are several                
websites that perform searches for you.                    
Some of the most popular ones are  
Google.com, Yahoo.com, and Ask.com.               
Recently, Microsoft introduced its                         
Bing.com search site that is gaining in                 
popularity. 

The biggest thing the searcher has to learn is “What do I 
type?”.  Of course, that depends on what you are 
searching for.  Say, for instance, you want to know how to 
use one of those new deep fryers for turkeys.  Well, you 
could just type in: “How do I use my turkey deep fryer”
and see what you’ll get..  In fact, I just Googled it and the 
very first listing was:
1. How to Deep Fry a Turkey - - FabulousFoods.com

FabulousFoods.com Recommends: 103 Uses for Your 
Turkey Fryer , ... sauce concentrate that I use in one of the recipes 
below. ... Since I usually only fry once a year I always have to refresh 
my memory with the details. ...

So, you see, if you type in what you are looking for, then 
in all likelihood you’ll find it.

Another test would be to Google: RI Knights of 
Columbus .  Here are the very first 4 entries:

Believe me, the very first time I Googled that I was so 
surprised (and proud) that our website was first, and two 
of our councils were 2nd and 3rd .  Then to find a map 
inset for the location of the state council!

Not all searches are as easy to do as the ones I just 
showed you.  For instance, suppose you wanted to look 
up information on dolphins.  If all you did was to type in 
dolphins, you would have to wade through a whole bunch 
of Miami Dolphins searches before you found anything 
pertaining to the animal dolphins.  (and after what the

Dolphins did to the Patriots recently, I wouldn’t want to do 
a search on them anyway!).  

Solution to incorrect searches:  Now there is a solution to 
that and other problems.  It has to do with formatting the 
search strings you enter.

Not including words: dolphins –miami � the –
(minus) sign in front of Miami tells the search engine to 
not look for that word.

This search will get you the following.  Notice there’s 
nothing about the Miami Dolphins:
1. Dolphin - Order: Cetacea - Facts - Defenders of Wildlife

Get the facts on dolphin . The Chinese River dolphin , the Indus River 
dolphin , and the orca/killer whale are listed as endangered under the 
Endangered ...

Now, suppose you are going to Boston for the evening 
and you want to eat at either a Japanese or a Chinese 
restaurant.  You could separately google: japanese
restaurants boston and then chinese restaurants boston, 
or you could do this.

Returning listings for one one thing or another:
japanese OR chinese restaurants boston

Note Normally search strings are not case sensitive 
so you could enter Japanese or japanese , but when you 
are telling the search engine to do one or the other, the 
word OR must be capitalized.

When you Google this, here’s what you get:
